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The decision to publish an official catechism was taken at the Second Extraordinary
General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops that was convened by Pope John Paul Il
on 25 January 1985. It aimed to evaluate the progress of implementing the Vatican
Il Council's goals on the 20th anniversary of its closure. The assembly participants
expressed the desire that "a catechism or compendium of all Catholic doctrine
regarding both faith and morals be composed. The catechism aims at presenting an
organic synthesis of the essential and fundamental contents of Catholic doctrine, as
regards both faith and morals, in the light of the Second Vatican Council and the
whole of the Church's Tradition. Its principal sources are the Sacred Scriptures, the
Fathers of the Church, the liturgy, and the Church's Magisterium.

For one reason or another many adult Catholics are not familiar with aspects of
the Church’s teachings on doctrinal and ethical matters. With a view to helping
interested Catholics to get better acquainted with their faith, the New Springtime
Community is going to run a three-year course on the Catechism of the Catholic
Church, in the belief that as they grow in a knowledge of the truth of Jesus
Christ and what his Church teaches in his name, the participants will not only
find it enlightening, they will also find that they are better equipped to share their
faith with others in a confident and well-informed way.
